
Concept Question 2-14: What is the overcurrent of a fuse? 
 
Above a certain current level, the fuse will cease to allow more current to pass through it, acting like a 
current limiter. The physical device contains a small metal wire that is designed to melt away at a specific 
current level (called its overcurrent), thereby becoming an open circuit and preventing large currents from 
flowing through the circuit.
